The final selection will be made by CIE/Taiwan.  Selected speakers will be notified by July 10, 2010 and a full paper of 6-8 pages long is due by August 30, 2010.  Two templates, one for the abstract and the other for the biography are attached in this invitation for your use. For any further questions, please contact one of the METS2010 committee members.
Your submission materials shall be in Microsoft Word format with letter size paper (8.5”x11”), 1.375” margin from all sides, font size of 16 for title and of 12 for the rest.    For the selected speakers, your full paper of 6-8 pages will need an approval from your company or institution prior to the METS official publication.  A release form will be provided to you in completing such company approval process.  IN additional, to attend the METS meetings, any form of commercial and product promotional activities are strictly prohibited.
