Figure/picture caption should be placed immediately below the figure. Table caption should be placed immediately above the table and type as follows: Table 1. Caption, as illustrated in Table1. 

All paper shall be submitted using the Microsoft Word 97-2003 format for the maximum compatibility.
While in the appropriate sequence in relation with the text content, figures/pictures shall be placed in separate pages.  CIE reserves the right to re-format their sizes for consistency.
